BUILDING UP: Try leaving the fan 

pointing in one direction. Which 

mountains of sand seem to be 

growing?

WARM-UP QUESTION: Was there 

anything about this exhibit that 

surprised you?

EVERYDAY CONNECTIONS: Does this 

exhibit remind you of anything you 

have seen before?

TAKE A CLOSER LOOK: As you move 

the column around, watch closely for 

patterns. Do you see any repeating 

shapes?

PATIENCE: Try to let all the sand settle 

at the bottom. What do you notice? 

Can you balance the column in the 

vertical direction?

WARM-UP QUESTION:  What did you 

find interesting at this exhibit?

SETTLING DOWN: What did you notice

about how sand moves with water? 

Can you imagine something similar 

happening at the bottom of the Bay?

TAKE A CLOSER LOOK: Do you notice 

different colors, textures, or objects in 

different parts of the mud?

BACK IN TIME: Find a place where 

there is a change in the mud. Can you 

guess what year that change 

happened?

WARM-UP QUESTION:  What was most 

memorable about this exhibit?

EVERYDAY CONNECTIONS: Storms and 

currents can add or remove sediment 

from the bottom of the Bay. Can you 

think of a time when you saw waves 

kicking up sand at the beach?
